Dr. Booker reported the Continuous Quality Improvement (CQI) implementation process is proceeding 

and she saluted the extraordinary efforts of BLRJ staff on the project.  7 BLRJ guidance documents 

were repealed in December 2024, with 4 remaining.  6VAC15-40-1045 Supervision of Inmates 

guidance was effective December 19, 2024.  The BLRJ by-laws are pending review and research by the 

Committee.  PRC recommends committee membership be included on committee agenda. 

 

 

JAIL REVIEW COMMITTEE (JRC) REPORT 

 

Case recommendations
